With TerraSole, Renusol offers a fl exible 
solution for open space systems that are particular-
ly suitable for the different geographical conditions 
in Italy. With the fl at roof system ConSole, PV sys-
tems can be mounted on fl at roofs without damag-
ing the roof cladding. The products are certifi ed by 
the German TÜV and allow an easy assembly. Due to 
the small amount of component parts, Renusol’s 
customers – across Italy mostly wholesalers – ben-
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municipalities in the region of Apulia. “In these mu-
nicipalities, we offer the installation of systems with 
a capacity of 1 MW or more”, says Leopoldo 
 Franceschini, CEO of Ecoware. “With our turnkey so-
lutions, we see to everything ourselves beginning 
with the land sighting up to the maintenance and 
security aspects. If not, such a project can quickly 
fail.” The company benefi ts from a strong partner 
network within the municipalities that allows to 
solve any problems in shortest time. “We are also 
sponsor of two local soccer teams.” Ecoware’s cus-
tomers are primarily major foreign investors such as 
from Israel, Spain or Germany. For its investors, the 
company installs either large-scale systems or track-
ing solutions. “The special aspect is that we assem-
ble the module strips directly on our premises in 
Padua and then ship everything ready for further 
processing to Apulia by freight train where the large-
scale systems can be easily completed”, says 
 Franceschini.

“There is far 
less risk of damage”. In the opinion of the CEO, the 
cooperation with Kerself is an important element in 
the success of his company.
