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to drive the grid expansion in Italy”, says the 
expert. The current GSE list and the PV capac-
ity now in the pipeline will not exceed the ca-
pacity of the distribution grids. While the 
share of megawatt projects in Apulia, Sardin-
ia and other southern Italian regions is rela-
tively high when compared to the northern 
parts of Italy, a power blackout due to the 
electricity grids is not very probable, say the 
experts at Rödl & Partner. “It’s interesting to 
note that many projects do not even have a 
completion date. This means that these 
projects so far exist only on paper and that 
the construction work has not even begun.” 
The majority of these projects were planned 
on the basis of the faster and simplified DIA 
procedure, which has now been replaced. 
This makes it unlikely that some of these PV 
plants will be realized at all. A similar per-
spective is held by Andreas Lutz of New 
Energy Projects for the situation in Sardinia: 
“Many of the projects that were started are 
so-called Serre fotovoltaiche or PV plants  
on greenhouses that will be used for the 
production of solar power. Some of them ob-
tained a permit, but I doubt that they will be 
completed.”

TERNA expanding the grids

There is also a huge gap between the in-
stalled capacities reported by ENEL and the 
actual growth. “The ENEL Distribuzione re-
serves the capacity needed for a registered 
project for an infinite period of time”, says 
Roberto Pera. Tthis benefits the operators 
in case that cable work, waiting periods or 
other factors make the project development 
lengthier. “But there is also a negative side: 
If a project is not realized at all, the PV ca-
pacities registered by the operator will still 
continue to exist on paper. The result is that 
the alleged load problems in the distribu-
tion grids also exist only on paper”. In the 
opinion of Pera, this means that there is still 
no need to lose sleep over potential load 
problems in the distribution grids in Italy. 
“What is more, ENEL can always block ca-
pacities from particular producers or force 
them to limit their production in the short-
term. The higher capacities in the distribu-
tion grids will therefore not lead to power 
blackouts”, says the expert. According to It-
aly’s largest electricity transmission grid 
operator TERNA, the company is currently in 

the process of expanding the Italian distri-
bution grids. In the scope its ten-year in-
vestment plan (2011-2021), TERNA plans to 
enhance Italy’s power infrastructure. One 
example has been a power infrastructure 
cable contract awarded by TERNA to the 
French manufacturer Nexans worth an in-
vestment of € 33 million in April. Nexans 
will manufacture, install and test a total of 
about 250 km of aluminium high voltage 
underground cables with the aim of an ex-
pansion of the Italian electricity grid. The in-
vestment supports power development 
projects in the Lazio, Basilicata and Campa-
nia regions. In addition, TERNA was able to 
launch another important project in the re-
gion of Apulia. After a licensing period of 
four years, Italy‘s new high voltage trans-
mission line “Benevento II-Foggia” with an 
investment volume of more than € 90 mil-
lion was finally brought underway in sum-
mer this year. TERNA plans to invest a total 
of € 300 million into the region of Apulia. By 
the beginning of 2012, the company plans 
to complete the first three of a total of twen-
ty transformer substations in Galatina, 
Brindisi Sud and Castellaneta.
